Even though President Abraham Lincoln signed the
Emancipation Proclamation on January 1, 1863, the news of their freedom took an additional 2 years to
reach enslaved individuals in Texas, which was the last state to outlaw slavery. Juneteenth matters
because, while it is a day of joy and rest, it also serves as a reminder that the fight for racial equality
remains ongoing.
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
